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1. The journal is keen to publish articles of relevance to the teaching and learning of geography, particularly at second level in Ireland.  Articles dealing with topical items of general interest to the members of the Association are also welcomed.  The opinions of independent referees are obtained on all papers prior to acceptance.

2. Inexperienced authors are encouraged to submit material to the journal.  In particular, teachers who have classroom practice/experiences which they feel to be of possible benefit to others are invited to submit their work for consideration.

3. Articles should preferably be submitted on disc (identifying PC/MAC format and word processing package used).  If this is not possible, then hard copy is acceptable, preferably typed/word processed.

4. There is no maximum or minimum length for articles, and authors are advised to consult previous copies of the journal for further guidance.

5. Articles should include a short abstract of less than 150 words.

6. All articles should be fully referenced, citing authors within the text as Waddington (1998) or (Waddington, 1998).  Reference strings should be listed chronologically.  Where there are more than two co-authors, citations should be abbreviated to et al.
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
